The penthouse is situated in a tower in the heart
of Tel Aviv, on a street connecting a bustling
market to the sea. The apartment employs

a uniform design language, utilizing a repetitive
material palette of terrazzo, wood, steel, and glass,
while the infusion of natural light into the space
brings out the variations of these materials.

Terrazzo is a material that takes us back

to tradition; it was used to pave homes

in Tel Aviv during the modernist period of the
1950s and remains prominently featured in
modern design. This light material, a blend
of white concrete with gray stone fragments,
adds a touch of elegance and ensures high
durability for an apartment near the sea. In
the penthouse, the flooring is made of light
terrazzo, and the same material clads central
walls surrounding the core of the tower.

Its light shades, combined with the gray
fragments, accentuate the effect of changing
light throughout the day, creating a feeling

of openness and expansion.

Conversely, veneer -a natural wood

material- introduces warmth, providing

a striking contrast. The natural tones of
veneer harmonize with the incoming light,
creating a play of shadow and depth
alongside the terrazzo.

In the central space, a white-painted steel
library with minimalist lines has been designed,
merging functionality with aesthetics.

The white surfaces and sharp angles generate
a dynamic interplay of light and shadow,
further highlighted by the back of the library,
covered in terrazzo.

This library cleverly conceals the air
conditioning unit, maintaining a clean
aesthetic.

A prominent design element in the apartment
is the white steel staircase leading to the
rooftop terrace, topped by a skylight and

a glass wall. The light, filtering through metal
strips, captures the different hours of the day,
creating a dynamic environment.

In the bathrooms, natural Carrara stone
replaces the terrazzo, while the uniform
design language is preserved using gray

and white tones. i1
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
